·DOD(Department of Defense), used by the military
during world war.

·ARPA(AdvancedResearchProjectsAgencyNetwork)

·1994 Act of Congress opened Internet to
commercial use
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·Eachcomputer/node is independent of others

·Message/datatravels different path each time it is
sent

·Data is transmitted from one computer to another 
across the internet through a series of protocols 
known as TCP/IP (Transmission Control 
Protocol/Internet Protocol)
